The Community Foundation of Louisa
County (CFLC) is marking two decades
of supporting local projects and
empowering our community!

From its humble beginnings in 2004 to stewarding over $3.2 million in assets today, CFLC has reinvested
over $1.7 million into Louisa County. Recent investments include a $25,000 Impact Grant to the Louisa
County Fairgrounds for a Multi-Purpose Barn Project, and targeted support for youth mental health in
partnership with Louisa County Community Services.

To encourage new fund creation, CFLC offered a $2,000 match for every new endowment opened,
making it easier for donors to leave a lasting legacy.

To mark its 20th anniversary, the Community Foundation of Louisa County launched its “20 Years of
Impact” initiative, awarding $20,000 to local food pantries and $200 to each county library.
